Bids are to be received by the Distribution Department of Washington County Service Authority, 25122 Regal Drive, Abingdon, VA 24211-7447 no later than 3:00 PM, Friday October 21, 2011, for the following:

12-inch Waterline Replacement Project – South Fork Stream Crossing

Bids are sought for the following project:

Contractor is responsible for the installation of 287 L.F. of 12-inch, Class 50 Ductile Iron pipe, concrete encasement, associated appurtenances, and two interconnections to the existing 12-inch waterline in accordance with attached plans and specifications.  Said work is to be performed via open cut across the South Fork of the Holston River near Drowning Ford between Abingdon and Damascus, VA along State Rt. 58.  This work is to be performed while existing waterline remains in service and water quality standards are maintained.  Once the proposed 12-inch waterline has been installed, tested and approved by the owner, the contractor shall disconnect the existing line and place the newly installed 12-inch waterline into service and remove the old 12-inch line from the South Fork of the Holston River.  Disposal of the old 12-inch waterline shall be the responsibility of the awarded contractor.  Additionally, the contractor must have the capability to mobilize to the work site and commence work within 14 days if issuance of notice of award and notice to proceed by Washington County Service Authority.  Work is to be substantially completed no later than thirty (30) days after initial commencement of work and achievement of final completion no later than ten (10) days after substantial completion.  Bids that provide for different timelines may be considered non-responsive to this Invitation.
Contractor is to provide all, labor, material, equipment and supervision to complete this work.  Documents to accompany this bid proposal in addition to the bid shall be the contractor’s certificate of insurance in the amount of $1,000,000 each occurrence/$2,000,000 aggregate minimum, and a Bid Bond from a surety company or a cashier’s check in the amount of 5% of project cost.  All work is to be performed in compliance with OSHA safety regulations.  The necessary VMRC permit is currently being obtained by WCSA, although any additional permits necessary to complete the aforementioned project shall be the awarded contractor’s responsibility.
Proposals will be evaluated on the basis of price.

Washington County Service Authority reserves the right to reject any and all bids and to award one or more contracts on this project.
